DAY 2. NAIROBI- AMBOSELI NATIONAL PARK

drive to Amboseli National park. Arrive in time for check in at Ol Tukai Lodge in time for lunch. Later 

depart for a scenic game drive, Amboseli is known for its large elephant herds and views of immense 

Mount Kilimanjaro, across the border in Tanzania. Observation Hill offers panoramas of the peak and 

the park’s plains and swamps. Varied wildlife includes giraffes, zebras, cheetahs and hundreds of bird 

species.

The park was 

established in 1940. The Serengeti is well known for the largest annual animal migration in the world of 

over 1.5 million blue wildebeest and 250,000 zebra along with smaller herds of Thomas’ Gazelle and 

eland. The national park is also home to the largest lion population in Africa.

Payment terms: 

Unless the agent/client has an approved credit facility in writing from Primate Tours (Credit facility 

currently not applicable), the agent/client is required to make full/deposit payment prior to final 

confirmation of reservations.
